The compact Firebird® 

Crabapple produces red 

flower buds opening to 

showy, snow-white flowers 

that are one inch in       

diameter and sweetly   

fragrant.  It is highly      

resistant to apple scab 

disease, fireblight, cedar 

apple rust, and mildew.  

The small, red crabapples 

remain hard and colorful 

late into the winter, well 

after the mottled yellow 

and orange fall foliage 

drops.  It is a gorgeous 

specimen tree, but can 

also be used in a mixed 

border, in a container or a 

foundation, or even  

espaliered or as a topiary.
